     Professor Ramage has been teach-
ing at NKU for the last 38 years and 
has written two books, Rebel Raider:  
The Life of General John Hunt Mor-
gan and Gray Ghost: The Life of Col. 
John Singleton Mosby.  
     Professor Ramage’s presentation 
is part of the Boone County Historical 
Society’s monthly meeting. The public 
is invited to attend.

     Daniel Boone returns to 
the Main Library on Tuesday, 
September 28, at 7 p.m. 
     Scott New’s portrayal of Daniel 
Boone was so popular last time, that 
we’ve asked him back for another 
presentation!  
     In 1778, the Shawnees captured 
Boone and almost 30 of his men while 
making salt at the Blue Licks. Boone 
escaped and led the defense of Fort 
Boonesborough against a Shawnee 
and British siege. His testimony to new 
Kentucky settlers tells the dramatic 
story of a key episode of the American 
Revolution in Kentucky.
     This program is funded in part by 
the Kentucky Humanities Council.
